The purpose of the District IV Cultural Program is to encourage and support development of 
cultural skills in the district through the awarding of scholarships each year. The 
scholarships are up to $500 US each to cover the registration fee and materials required for 
workshops, seminars, and other classes, which teach folk art (such as woodcarving, 
rosemaling, hardanger, cooking, folk dancing, history or other appropriate activities).  Up to 
a total of $2500 US is available each year for this program.  

 
ELIGIBILITY  

Applicants must be paid-up members of Sons of Norway six months preceding the April 1st 
deadline and must be a current member of a Sons of Norway Lodge in District IV.  

 
DEADLINE 

Applications must be post-marked no later than April 1st of each year. The District IV 
Cultural Scholarship Committee will determine the recipients of the scholarship. All 
applicants will be notified by June 1.
